As one of the three Founder Members of the bi-annual World Chinese 
Entrepreneurs Convention (WCEC), the Chamber has sent a delegation 
to every convention since its debut in 1991. Held in Singapore, the 11th 
WCEC was attended by over 4,000 Chinese entrepreneurs from more than 
30 countries worldwide.

At the convention, speeches were delivered by, among other speakers, Prime 
Minister Lee Hsien-loong and Former Prime Minister Mentor Lee Kuan-
yew of Singapore, Vice-chairman of the CPPCC National Committee and 
Chairman of the All-China Federation of Industry and Commerce Huang 
Mengfu, and Vice Minister of Commerce of China Gao Hucheng. The 
speakers shared their insights on such topics as global and regional economic 
landscapes, and opportunities and challenges for Chinese entrepreneurs

In addition, the Chamber retired from the post of WCEC Secretariat after a 
term of six years since 2005.
